Tesina finale
Ideally, the final thesis will form an integral part together with the placement report and the Project Work. Some students might choose to do the final thesis on a separate topic, but should motivate their choice.
The general purpose of the Thesis is to give students an opportunity to demonstrate their ability to clearly analyse and present a central topic within the general ambit of their studies for the completion of this course. This topic will have to have both a theoretical and an applied dimension and should therefore relate to a field of practice within one of the five thematic areas. It should therefore not be too narrow so that it does not become just a description of a particular piece of work or project undertaken, nor should it be too wide and abstract and deal only with a concept or theory without demonstrating the application to a particular situation. In most cases it should build on the placement experience, analysed in the placement report, and the Project Work which was a kind of “test case”. The Thesis should evaluate the experiences with placement and project within a consistent theoretical framework and develop a more general perspective of action informed by carefully assembled and discussed knowledge. 
The Thesis should cover the following aspects:

1. A clear definition of the subject of the investigation (what does it attempt to analyse and demonstrate, what is the context of the topic in the student’s own experience or studies, what is the possible practice relevance of the topic).

2. A review and critical discussion of the relevant academic literature on the topic (this should include a clear differentiation of different positions as well as a discussion of the arguments for and against such positions). This should result in the student formulating a position of her / his own.

3. A field of practice where the relevance of the position elaborated in the previous section can be demonstrated. This should be accompanied by a brief description of the context in which the methods / concepts / approaches apply and how they can improve a situation. 
4. A conclusion should draw the theoretical and applied parts together and offer some reflections on the significance of the topic for peace processes generally.

5. There should be a carefully constructed and consistently applied bibliography which underlines the academic quality of the thesis.

The thesis should be 20-30 pages long (8.000 -15.000 words).

It will be evaluated under 3 regards:

a) demonstration of knowledge of relevant theoretical background and contemporary discourses in the chosen field and ability to construct a convincing argument for the validity of a perspective or approach (40%)

b) demonstration of ability to relate chosen concepts and theories to concrete practice contexts after they have been analysed (40%) 

c) clarity of presentation (structure, sentence construction, referencing)
